This template should be respected by the participants. It gives the guidelines for authors presenting their papers to the 2nd International Conference on Biomedical Engineering and Science (ICBES-2024). The paper should be written using Times New Roman police (11 pts and single spaced). The length of the abstract should be between 150 and 300 words. It should indicate the objective of the study, its novelty, the methodology adopted, and the main results (analytical, numerical, experiments,…).
Keywords:  4-6 keywords are needed
1. Introduction

Introduction should contain the literature description on the studied subject and give the major works published in the domain. It should also underline the novelty of presented works regarding the literature. The manuscript (3 – 6 pages) should be prepared in appropriate format according to the instructions given below. Review papers are also accepted.  

2. Section Title
The following formatting rules must be followed strictly. This document should be used as a template for papers prepared using Microsoft Word. Uppercase letters should be used in all section headings.

2.1. Subsection Title
All text, body and captions, should be written using Times New Roman, 11 pts, single spaced and justified.

2.2. Figures and tables
2.2.1. Equations
Figures and tables should be numbered using Arabic numerals (Figure 1, Figure 2,… Table 1, Table 2,…) and a caption should be given for each one (Times New Roman police and centre-justified in 11 pt).

Equations should be numbered and given in the following format (italic symbols, 11 pts, and centred). Each equation should be presented on a separate line from the text with a blank space above and below. Equations should be clear and expressions used should be explained in the text. For example:

3. Conclusions

Conclusions should state concisely the main propositions of the presented research work, remind briefly what is done by the authors and give the main findings. The authors can also give their views on the practical implications of the obtained results and present some perspectives of their work. The presented paper must not exceed (6) pages in length. Final, camera-ready versions should take into account referees’ suggested amendments.
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
